God does not tell you the truth about yourself and then 
leave you that way. No, like a good doctor, He tells you 
you’re sick so that you can get the proper treatment. 
And the proper treatment for sin is salvation through 
the blood of Jesus. You will never know God until you 
are related to Him through Jesus Christ. 
 
So if you have never accepted Him as your Saviour, start 
2024 by praying:  
 

‘Lord, I repent and turn from my sin. I place my life 
in Your hands, trusting You as my Lord and 

Saviour. By faith I receive the gift of eternal life. 
Starting today, I ask You to lead and guide me and 
fulfil Your will through me. In Jesus’ name I pray.
